Over a month ago | was having
difficulty taking in enough oxygen; my heart was beating double what it
normally should and irregularly so. Hospital tests ruled out heart attack,
blockages, clots.

So next
Monday | will undergo cardio conversion. Hopefully this electrical shock will get
my heart to beat normally.
